Note: Although a tighter basket will make your drum more secure it may also choke
the drum. Experiment to find the best tightness for your situation.

Section 2.2: Drum Positioning
By loosening the Position Reset Handles and TechLock™, the angle, rotation and offset
position of the 9300 can easily be adjusted.
a.Angle/Rotation - The basket can be tilted in any direction to achieve the most desir-
able position.
b. Distance Offset - The position of the Positioning Rod can be adjusted to allow for
an increased offset between the basket and the stand which makes the 9300 more
adaptable to the position of other stands, drums and pedals.

Section 2.3: Basket Removal 9300
For easier pack up and more consistent set up, the 9300 features a removable basket.

To remove the basket from the stand, collapse the basket 1/2 way and loosen the two

drumkey screws that are located at the point where the basket is attached to the posi-

tioning rod.You can now remove the basket from the rod.This allows you to pack up the

stand while maintaining your position settings.
